The artist must print or type his/her name, telephone number and e-mail on an index card securely attached to the back frame of the artwork.
3. Only one piece of artwork may be submitted per artist. The artist who placed first in the 3 past years is not eligible. Posters from previous years can not be resubmitted.
4. The winning first place artist will be required to sign and number 300 limited edition posters and an additional number of posters at the request of Tampa Hispanic Heritage, Inc.
